
Dr. Joseph A. Kielty
August 28, 1942 - October 11, 2019

Joseph A. “Joe” Kielty, DDS, 77, well-known resident of Towanda, PA passed
away Friday, October 11, 2019 at his home. Joseph was born August 28, 1942
in Sayre, PA, the son of Dr. John T. Kielty and Margaret Verdier Kielty. He was
a 1960 graduate of St. Agnes High School in Towanda and continued his
education at Villanova University graduating from Temple University in 1967
where he received his Doctorate in Dental Surgery. On July 25, 1964, Joseph
married the former Martha Coleman in Towanda. Dr. Kielty served his
internship with the U.S. Army at Fort Dix, NJ and was subsequently stationed
in Panama for three years having attained the rank of Captain. Following
completion of his military service, Dr. Kielty returned to Towanda to open his
dental practice serving the community for 45 years until retirement. 
Joseph possessed great love and devotion for his family. He held genuine
compassion and regard for those of lesser privilege and was a supporter of
the Meals on Wheels program. Joseph enjoyed traveling extensively while
stationed in Panama, college basketball especially Villanova basketball,
photography, and was an avid gardener. He loved all animals. Dr. Kielty was a
member of the American and Pennsylvania Dental Associations. Joseph will
be greatly missed by his children, Kate Poulin, her husband Kevin and their
