Ronald (Rip) I Post Sr. of 690 Post Rd., Towanda, PA passed away early
Sunday morning at Memorial Hospital, Towanda, PA. Rip was born in Sayre,
PA., on Nov. 19, 1945, a son of the late Ivan and Doris Foster Post. He
married the former Marie Platt on June 9, 1967, in Endicott, NY. He was a
graduate of Towanda High School, Class of 1963. 

 

Rip from the time he was little worked on the family farm with his parents and
brothers until he joined the Army. He worked for Vince Connors placing head
stones, and helped Stephen Jennings haul milk to the creamery. He served in
the Army from 1965 until 1967, when he was discharged with honors, and
served in the reserves until Oct. of 1971. He went to work at E.I. DuPont in
Oct. 1967, as a chief operator and forman and while working at Dupont, he
also worked at the other following jobs: Rege’s Gas Station helped his friend
Bill Benjamin with carpentry work, tending bar at Corie’s Tavern, Bishop’s
Vault Co., as well as Bishop’s Restaurant. He retired from DuPont in 1992. Rip
started working at Bishop’s True Value as a manager in 1992, for 22 years.
This was his favorite job. He was a former owner of the Tomahawk Restaurant
with his loving wife, Marie Post. 

 

Rip ran the Wysox Little League and was a coach. He found sponsors so that
for the first time the teams had full uniforms. He formerly belonged to a
bowling league at Starlite Lanes. He was a member of Towanda Senior



Citizens and American Legion; he was a former member of the Elks Lodge
and Towanda Gun Club. Rip loved working in his garden, playing dominoes
with Margaret and Stanley, fishing and hunting. His greatest love was
spending time with his family and grandchildren. He doted on and loved his
grandchildren and they loved their Poppa.
