He was
the Past Commander of Northern Commentary No. 16, Knights Templar in
1968, holder of the Knight's York Cross of Honor, Tall Cedars of Lebanon,
Northern Commandery C 1968 and Past Worthy Patron of Order of Eastern
Star.

He was an avid gardener. Each year Walton planted a vegetable garden that
produced an abundance of vegetables that Jane froze. He took great pride in
his garden and enjoyed the harvest year-round. He also enjoyed hunting and



fishing.
